


BUXEY MORRIS

Buxey Morris was formed in 2007.The side is made up of experienced
dancers with backgrounds covering a number of different morris styles
including Cotswold, Border; Rapper and North West Clog.

Buxey Morris dancers use sticks and hankies and dance in the
Cotswold style.A number of traditions (dance types) are performed
including Fieldtown, Bucknell, Lichfield, Bampton, Adderbury and
Upton-upon-Seven.

The side is named after Buxey Sands.This is a sandbank found several miles
offshore in the North sea and is only exposed briefly at low tide. On rare
occasions when there is a very low Spring tide and weather conditions permit,
the local sailing club stage a cricket match in this remote place. It has come to be
known as the Buxey Ashes.This is where the Buxey planned their first dance out
and in the future we will join the cricketers and dance on the sands

to celebrate our namesake.

Buxey Morris has performed at a number of receptions in the South East of
Enland, entertaining Ambassadors from all over the world. Some of these were
linked to the World Wildlife Fund.VVe performed at the Prague Folklore Days
International Folk Festival in 2007.

In 2008 we took part in the Malayali Festival of International Dance in Southend.
